In 1966, the IACZ together with other airline clubs founded the World Airlines Clubs Association (WACA). With
participation of local and interliners from other countries at international events, tours and trips organized by other
worldwide Clubs, both the IACZ and WACA reached their heydays in the 80s and 90s and they remain unforgettable
for so many of us. Many very good friendships have been made that last a lifetime. The President of the IACZ during
those years, Peter Gilardoni, is fondly remembered as a good friend and wonderful interliner!

Even though interlining has passed its peak in today's world, President, Eugen Meier, and his engaged team are now
leading the IACZ into its 8th decade with a lot of commitment.
